MATERIAL GUIDE

Comes from deciduous trees that 
drop their leaves every year. They 
have a slower growth rate resulting 
in a higher density of wood that is 
harder and often more expensive. 
Examples of hardwood are oak, 
ash, walnut and birch.

Hardwood

Oak is the most widely used 
hardwood, it is a dense hardwood 
so oak furniture is very durable 
and hardwearing. Colour varies 
from light to medium brown and is 
mainly straight grained, it can be 
finished to give a depth of colour.

Oak

Comes from conifers, trees that 
have needles and don’t usually 
lose them. They have a faster 
growth rate resulting in a lower 
density of wood that is softer and 
less expensive. Pine is an example.

Softwood

Pine solid wood is a more 
affordable price than oak. A 
lighter weight than oak or ash 
it can either be straight grain or 
knotty in appearance. A great 
material to apply to interesting 
finishes.

HOW TO CARE FOR YOUR NEW FURNITURE
Solid Wood and
Wood Veneer Furniture

Our wooden furniture could be 
finished in a number of different 
ways. It may have an oiled or 
lacquered finish. If the wood is 
untreated then it may just be 
finished with a colourless wax. 
 

Oiled furniture should be
re-coated every 6 months in 
order to maintain its condition 
and look. 
 

Our wood furniture should be 
dusted with a soft dry cloth, 
however if you need to clean for 
any reason, a slightly damp cloth 
is the best cleaning agent. 
 

Although polishes are quick and 
easy to use, those containing 
silicone may damage the surface 
of the furniture over time and 
should be avoided.

Wood Effect Finish

Like solid wood furniture dust 
with a soft dry cloth, however if 
you need to clean for any reason, 
a slightly damp cloth is the best 
cleaning agent.



HOW TO CARE FOR YOUR NEW FURNITURE

Gloss finishes are prone 
to light surface scratch 
and it is therefore very 
important that you care 
for this finish correctly.

Do not use furniture 
polish for general 
cleaning, dust 
periodically with a soft 
clean lint-free cloth or a 
soft micro fibre cloth.

Please note soft cloths 
(including yellow 
dusters) contain 
abrasive fibres which 
can lightly scratch the 
surface. If in doubt 
please try your cloth in 
an inconspicuous area 
of the furniture first to 
assess its suitability.

A sample cloth is 
included within the
